It is often confusing and difficult to understand the ins and outs of the Florida social security disability system.  Like many others, you may have been denied social security disability (SSDI) or supplemental security income (SSI) in Florida and don't fully understand the reason why. 

Approximately 30% of people who apply for SSDI get approved initially, which leaves the majority of people's claims denied. You may be one of the persons whose benefits were denied. You may have legitimate health concerns and you desperately need the income since you haven't been able to work.

When you file a SSI or SSDI claim in Florida, the application will be reviewed by a disability examiner who collects your medical records and reviews your case with a supervisor and psychological or medical consultant. Understanding How Disability Benefits are awarded: 
Social security disability was created for people who are under the age of 65 and cannot work due to a physical or mental condition that could last greater than 12 months or until death. Supplemental security income is paid to people who have possibly not worked in the past, who are in the low income level, and are either disabled, blind or 65 years or older. 

In SSDI cases, the benefit amount is established by the injured person's work history and the amount he or she has paid to the social security system through payroll taxes. For SSI claims, benefits are based on financial need, rather than work history. The maximum amount someone receives is set by the federal government and typically adjusts yearly, based on inflation. Because Florida social security disability cases can take a long time to resolve, you may be owed back pay for your claim.

Even if you have not paid in enough payroll taxes, you may be eligible for SSI benefits in Florida. The experienced disability attorneys at David B. Things to Know:
What you may not know, however, is that Social Security has a very narrow definition of "disability." In essence, it only considers you disabled if your condition is full and permanent. The conditions do not apply if your disability is partial or temporary.
To comply with the Social Security's definition of disability, you must meet ALL THREE of the following conditions:
1. You cannot do work that you did before.
2. You cannot adjust to other work because of your medical condition(s).
3. Your disability has lasted or is expected to last for at least one year or to result in death.
 
If you believe that you meet these conditions but are still not receiving payments, or your payments have stopped unexpectedly, then you need to seek out the help of a Florida Social Security disability attorney as soon as possible.
These cases can be very complex, and even if the government will eventually offer you benefits, it is under tight financial restrictions. The government will make you jump through countless complex hoops of paperwork just to get what you deserve. You need an experienced lawyer to guide you through the process.
